Environment

Use of the vacuum outdoors or on wet surfaces may result in
damage to the appliance and void the warranty. Do not use out-
doors or on wet surfaces.

Use of the vacuum on stairs may cause imbalance, slippage or
tumbling. Always check yvour balance and ensure your footing
when cleaning on stairs.

Use of the vacuum in an enclosed space containing flammable,
explosive materials or toxic vapors may result in an unexpected
spark or fire. Do not use the vacuum in such an enclosed space.
Always check exposed wiring and wire connections before use.

Operation

This appliance has moving parts and powerful suction
capability. Do not allow it to be used as a toy and always
maintain close attention when used by or near children.

Loose clothing, jewelry and long hair may become entangled

in the moving parts of the vacuum and cause personal injury.
Always keep loose clothing, jewelry, fingers and all parts of body
away from openings and moving parts.

Use of the vacuum with an opening blocked may reduce air-flow.
Keep all openings free of dust, lint, hair etc. Ensure the filter bag
assembly is in place before use.

Improper handling of the power cord may result in wiring,
connection damage and potential sparking or shock Always fol-



low these instructions when handling the power cord:

Do not pull or carry the vacuum by the cord

Do not vse the cord as a handle

Do not unplug the vacuum by pulling on the cord
Do not close a door on the cord

Do not pull the cord around sharp edges or corners
Eeep the cord away from heated surfaces

Do not run the vacunm or other appliance over

the cord

Always grasp the plug, not the cord, when unplugging
the vacuum

A damaged cord or plug may cause a spark, shock and fire.
Always check the cord and plug before use. If appliance 1s
not working as it should, has been dropped, damaged, left
outdoors, or dropped into water, return it to a service center
or call customer service at: .5 1-800-989-3535 Canada:

Using the vacuum with wet hands and on wet surfaces may
result in unexpected shock, slippage and personal injury.

Pal"ts Product Components & Accessories

Side and Front View

1. Flexible suction hose 1. Floor nozzle
2. Hose intake 8. Cordwinder

3. Extension Wands 9. Carry handle
4. Dust container release 10. Suction control
5. Dust container with filter  11. 2-in-1 Nozzle
6. On/Off switch

Use The only assembly necessary before using the vacuum is to
firmly insert the end of the suction hose into the canister intake
until 1t locks into place.

To disconnect hose, press locking tabs on both sides of the suc-
tion hose, pull to remove.

Operating the Vacuum
1. Attach the desired accessory to the end of the suction hose.

2. Unwind the necessary length of cable and insert the plug in
a duly installed 120V/60Hz protective contact socket.

3. Vacuum at a steady speed. Thete 1s no need to exert pressure.



Maintenance

AWARNING!

Performing maintenance on the vacuum while

it is plugged into a wall outlet may result in un-
expected vacuum operation, shock and personal
mnjury. Always turn the vacuum OFF and unplug
before performing inspection and maintenance.

Emptying the Dust Container

For maximum performance of you Oreck Handheld Pet vacuum,
the dust container needs to be emptied when it becomes approxi-
mately 1/3 full or if the suction power of the unit 15 reduced.

To empty the dust container:
1. Disconnect the suction hose from the hose intake.

2. Lift the dust container release lever to release the dust con-
tainer and then remove it

Pull the filter assembly straight up and out of the dust container.
4. Empty the contents of the dust container into the trash can.

Reinstall the filter assembly into the dust container with
arrow on the filter assembly lining up with the arrow on
the dust container lip. Firmly press on the filter assembly to
ensure it is resting securely in the dust container.

6. Reattach the dust container to the body of the unit.




Cleaning the Dust Container Filter

Depending on usage, the main filter should be cleaned every
4 - 60 months.

To clean the dust container filter:

1. Remove the filter assembly from the dust container. See
“Emptving the Dust Container.”

2. Twist the filter
clockwise to unlock
it from the filter as-
sembly.

3. Clean the filter by tapping
and gently brushing with
a cloth or gentle scrub
brush.

Cleaning the Motor Protection Filter

The 1nlet filter 15 located on the rear wall of the dust container
and should be cleaned approximately every 10th time you
empty the dust container.

To clean the motor protection filter:

1. Remowe the dustcon-
tainer See “Emptving Motor
the Dust Container. Protection

2. Remove the motor Filter
protection filter from
the motor inlet.

3. Gently wipe debris
from the filter or if
necessary, the filter
can be washed in
warm water without
any additives.

4. Replace the dry filter
over the tabs in the motor inlet.

IMPORTANT: The motor protection filter should NEVER be
installed into the motor inlet damp or wet. Always allow the
filter to air dry completely.




Cleaning the Exhaust Filter

In order to keep you unit operating at its optimal performance,

the exhaust filter should be replaced every 6 months.
To remove the exhaust filter:

1. Remove the exhaust filter grille by
pressing in the locking tab and
pulling 1t away from the unit.

2. PBemove and discard exhaust filter. {
3. Insert new filter into grille. / :
4. Replace grille. ’
