WARNI NG To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or injury:

* Do not leave the vacuum cleaner unattended when it 1s plugged in Unplug from the outlet when not in
use and before servicing

* Elactric shocks can occur if used outdoors or on wet surfaces
« Do not allow to be used as a toy Close attention 1s necessary when used by or near children
* Use only as described in this manual Use only manufacturer’s recommended attachments

* Do not use with damaged cord or plug |f vacuum cleaner i1s not working as 1t should, or has been dropped,
damaged, left outdoars, cr dropped into water, bning it to a service center

* Do not pull or carry by cord, use cord as a handle, close a door on cord, or pull cord around sharp
edges or corners Do not run vacuum cleaner over cord Keep cord away from heated surfaces

* Do not unplug by pulling on cord To unplug, grasp the plug not the cord
+ Do not handle plug or vacuum cleaner with wet hands

* Do not put any object into openings Do not use with any opening blocked, keep free of dust, int, hair and
anything that may block or reduce air flow

* Keep harr, loose clothing, fingers, and all parts of body away from openings and moving parts

NOTE: To reduce the risk of electric shock, this appliance has a polarized plug (one blade is wider than the
other). This plug will fit in a polarized outlet in only one way. If the plug does not fit in the outlet, reverse the
plug. If it still does not fit, contact a qualified electrician to install the proper outlet. Do not change the plug
in any way.

NOTE: To avoid any possible damage to the power supply cord, never run over the cord or allow it to
become caught in the agitator. :
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C) ON/ OFF SPEED CONTROL SWITCH

The shding button - located on the control panel - 1s used to switch the
vacuum cleaner ON/OFF and select the motor speed depending on the

suction required

To switch ON, slide the button sideways to desired position By shding

the button, the vacuum cleaner power will change in the following

sequence AUTO - MIN - MAX.
To switch OFF, shde the button backward to "OFF" position

To lower the body of the cleaner, press on the handle release pedal @ on the bottom left corner of the
vacuum cleaner. Once the body is reclined, press the agitator switch pedal @ in the "ON" position and the
agitator will start to rotate. ] -

NOTE: Returning the vacuum cleaner to the upright positicn will automatically shut OFF the agitator even if
the agitator switch is in the "ON" position.

NOTE: After using the accessories, re-insert the hose through the hose
clip and connect back into the suction pipe inlet.

Make sure to distribute the length of the hose evenly in its storage
position so as to prevent any slack length of hose from touching the fioor,
particutarly when the cleaner is in a low position.

H) DUST BAG CHECK INDICATOR

IMPORTANT: Check the dust bag condition when Green mark
the vacuum cleaner is at MAX speed position.
The dust bag check indicator is a visual aid to
advise you of the condition of the dust bag.
The GREEN mark indicates that the dust bag is

The RED mark will appear when airfiow through
the dust bag is insufficient. When this happens,
check the dust bag, it may be full or biocked with
fine dust and needs to be replaced. Bust bag
NOTE: If after having replaced the dust bag, the
RED mark continues appearing in the window,
check to see if the hose or suction inlet is
clogged. (see BLOCKAGES).

When using the crevice nozzle the red mark
may appear, this is due to air flow and not an
indication.the dust bag is full.

FILTER CARE

Central Filter {Fig. 1) Part no AMC8F03W1000

The central filter {foam filter), 1s installed in the dust bag
compartment to protect the motor from dirt

Simply nnse 1t out in warm water and dry it thoroughly
before replacing

To remove the central filter, hold the filter {as illustrated)
and pull it towards you

IMPORTANT Ensure that the filter 1s completely dry
before re-installing it into the cleaner

Clean Air Filter - HEPA Type (Fig 2)
Part no AMCB8S04W3000

The clean arr filter, ts installed in the dust cover

This filter retains any small dust particles which may be
present in the expelled arr

Under normal usage, the HEPA fiter will not require
replacement It may become necessary to change the
filter in case of vacuuming fine dust as powder or similar
matenal over a period of time

CAUTION Never attempt to wash the HEPA filter
To change the filter, simply grasp from the engraving zone

The agitator motor 1s fitted with a thermal cut-out device which
automatically turns off the agitator power when there 1s not enough
air flow through the motor When this occurs, disconnect the
cleaner from the AC outlet and leave the cleaner to cool down
until the thermal cut-out resets after approximately 30 minutes
Thus could happen if (by mistake) while using the accessones the
