3. DO NOT allow to be used as a toy. Close attention is necessary when
used by or near children.

4, Use only as described in this manual. Use only manufacturer's recom-
mended attachments.

5. DO NOT use with damaged cord or plu?. If vacuum cleaner is not working
as it should, has been dropped, damaged, left outdoors, or dropped into water,
return it to an authorized Panasonic Servicenter.

6. DO NOT pull or carry by cord, use cord as a handle, close door on cord, or
pull cord around sharp edges or corners.

Your Panasonic upright vacuum cleaner is
designed with an automatic self adjusting
nozzle. No manual adjustments are
required. The height of the nozzle is
instantly and automatically adjusted to any
carpet pile height. This sell adjusting
feature allows the nozzle to float evenly
over all carpet pile surfaces.

The edge cleaning feature provides for
improved cleaning of carpets near walls
and furniture.

This vacuum has a motor protector which automatically
trips to protect the vacuum from overheating. If a clog
prevents the normal flow of air to the motor the motor
protector turns the motor off automatically to allow the
moter to cool in order to prevent possible damage to the
vacuum. During this time the headlight remains on. If
this occurs, turn the vacuum off and unplug the power
cord from the outlet to allow the vacuum to cool and the
motor protector to reset. Check for and remove
clogs, if necessary, as described in the REMOVING
CLOGS section. Walt approximately thirty (30)
minutes and plug the vacuum in and turn back on
to see if the motor protector has reset. The motor
protector will not reset if the vacuum Is not turned
off even if the vacuum has cooled down.

To use cleaner on bare floors, the

carpst/hare floor selector on top of the noz-

zle should ba positioned all the way back

and down toward the bottom of the nozzle

until it locks into place. When the selector is

in this position the agitator does not turn. This
is also the correct position to place the selector
in to use the attachments. Any time the attachments
are used the agitator should not be turning.

To use cleaner on carpeted areas, the carpetbare floor
selector should be all the way forward and up to the carpet Carpat Salector
position, This will allow the agitator to turn. When carpets are being cleaned the

selector should remain in this position,

Take care when selecling either position to make sure the selector is pushed fully and quickly
as possible to the desired position. Failure to do so can cause the belt to rub on the selector
shaft and may result in the belt becoming hot and creating a burning rubber smell.

To prevent injury when returning the selector to the carpet position, use caution as the selector
can move quickly upward due to tension caused by the belt.

The electronic dirt sensor is a feature which
will

detect particles as they pass through the
vacuum cleanar.

A red light indicates dirt is being picked up

by the cleaner. A green light indicates most
of the dirt has been picked up by the clean-
er.

The vac gauge 'ecated on the front of your vacuum clean-

er dust cover, indicates when the dust bag should be
changed. Change the dust bag when FULL is indi-
cated in order to maintain the best cleaning efficien-
cy.

NOTE: If the vac gauge indicates FULL while the
dust bag is still ampty, check to see it there are any
clogs as explained in the REMOVING CLLOGS sec-
tion. The vac gauge indicator may not move as
expected when loose, fluffy dust is vacuumed,

TO OPERATE CLEANER
CAUTION

DO NOT use outlets above counters. Damage to items in the surrounding areas could
occur. Be sure the switch is in the off position while plugging the cord in.

NOTE: To reduce the risk of electrical shock, this vacuum has a polarized plug, one blade is wider
than the other. This plug will fit in a polarized outlet only one way. If the piug does not fit fully in
the outlet, reverse the plug. If it still does not fit, contact a qualified electrician to install the proper
outlet. DO NOT CHANGE THE PLUG IN ANY WAY.

OPERATION - As you vacuum, the red indica-
tor light will come on and stay on as long as the
sensor detects a high concentration of particles
passing through the cleaner.

The green light indicates that most of the
cleaning is complete.

The sensor switch allows you to select the
sensitivity of the dirt sensor. The switch can
be set to HI or LO sensitivity.

Set the sensor switch to the HI position when:

* Cleaning bare floors.
* Cleaning carpet with low pile height.

Set the sensor switch to the LO position when:

« Cleaning heavily soiled areas.
* Cleaning carpet with deep pile.
+ Cleaning new carpets.

Even with the sansor switch in the LO position, the dirt sensor will detect carpet fuzz, especial-
ly on new carpet, which may cause the red light to remain on longer than expectad.

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When using the attachments, the agitator begins rotating if the carpet/ibare floor selec-
tor is not In the bare floor pasition. Always use the bare floor position when using
attachmants. DO NOT aliow the cleaner to remaln in just one place for a period of
time, as the agitator may damage the floor surface. Avold placing the cleaner on furni-
ture, the fringed area of rugs, deep pile carpeting, or carpeled stalrs. The ideal posi-
tion for tha cleansr when using attachments is for the unit to be on a level area with
the handle in the full upright position. See the HANDLE ADJUSTMENTS saction.

When using the attachments always place the carpetbare floor selector
in the bare flocr position. Te remove the wand from the short hose,
grasp the top part of the wand, see illustration, and twist as you pull
up. Once the wand has been removed it can be used as is, or the
tools can be used. The tools can be attached to the hose or

the end of the wand. When connecting the allachments,
always twist as you push down. If additional reach is
required, the dusting brush or upholstery tool can be
attached to the end of the crevice tool by simply sliding

ROUTINE CARE OF CLEANER

Performing the following tasks will keep your new Panasonic vacuum cleaner operating at peak
performance levels and will ensure these high levels for years to come. Check the BEFORE
REQUESTING SERVICE section in this manual for recommendations on parforming some of
these tasks to help solve various problems that may occur.

WARN’N G Electrical Shock or Personal Infury Hazard.

Always disconnect electrical supply before performing any service and/or cleaning of the
vacuum cleaner. Failure to do so could result in electrical shock or personal infury from
cleaner suddenly starting. DO NOT operate the cleaner without the secondary filter. Be
sure the sacondary filter Is properly instalied. Faliure to do so could result in motor fail-
ure.

A secondary foam filter protects the motor
from dirt. When installing a new dust bag,
chack this filter. Accumulated dirt in the
dust compartment will collect on this filter
and may restrict motor performance.
When this filter becomes dirty, pull it
from the bottorn of the dust compart-
ment and clean by rinsing it in water.
When dry, slide this fiiter back into place.
Insert the secondary foam filter with a
ruler or something fiat. It should be fully
inserted under the plastic rib projections
all the way to the rear,

The HEPA type exhaust filter is located inside the dust
cover, The purpose of this filter is to remove dust

and dirt from the recirculated air. When installing E
a new dust bag, check this filter, When the filter  Retainer /=
becomes dirty, remove the filter and the frame y
from the bottom of the dust cover by pulling straight up
on the twa retainers on the frame.

When the lower plate is removed for any reason, before reinstalling, be sure that all elec-
trical wires are routed in a manner that prevents them from coming into contact with the
lower plate, lower plate screws, or any moving parts. Be sure that the wires are not
pinched in any way when the lower plate is reinstalled.

Replacing some of the parts in this section involves the
removal and installation of the lower plate. Always place
paper under nozzle anylime the lower plate is removed
to protect the floor surface.

To Remove Lower Plate.

Start by placing the handle in the upright position.
Ses the HANDLE ADJUSTMENTS section. Turn the
vacuum cleaner over, exposing the underside. Release the
lower plate by pressing inward on the two (2) latches and pressing
inward on the two (2) locking tabs that secure the lower plate, as shown in

the illustration. Remove the lower plate and remove any residue that may exist in the belt area.

To Reinstall Lower Plate.
Hook the front end of lower plate into the slots on the front of the nozzle housing. Press the lower
plate into place until the locking tabs snap into place, then press outward on the two (2} latches.

NOTE: To ensure maximum cleaning efficiency, the belt should be checked regularly to make sure
it is in good condition. Check to see if the belt is stretched, cracked, or if excessive slippage has
occurred. Replace if necessary.

Remove the agitator, carefully lift it out, and remove the
worn or broken belt from the brush pulley and motor shaft.

NOTE: The two brush supports may come off along with
the two washers as you lift the agitator out. DO NOT lose
the two small washers.

Loop the new belt around the motor shaft and loop it
around the brush pulley. See illustration for correct belt
routing. Use only a Panasonic Type UBB drive belt.
Before reinserting the agitator make sure the brush sup-

ports/washers are on correctly. See illustration in
the REPLACING THE BRUSHES section.

After checking the brush supports, reinstall the agitator back into the housing grooves. After
installing the agitator, turn it by hand making sure that the belt is nol twisted or pinched and all
rotating parts turn freely. Replace the lower plate as described in the REMOVING/INSTALLING
THE LOWER PLATE section.

Switch off the vacuum cleaner and unplug the power
cord before cleaning the agitator. In crder to keep the
cleaning efficiency high, clean the agitator regularly.
Remove the lower plate if necessary. See the REMOV-
ING/INSTALLING THE LOWER PLATE section

for the proper procedure.

I Agitator - Cut off any carpet pile and lint -
entangled around the agitator with a pair of
scissors as fllustrated.
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1. When to replace the brushes.
The brushes should be replaced when they are worn.
Brushes should be checked by holding a card across the
lower plate, see illustration. If the bristles on the agitator DO
NOT touch the card, you SHOULD replace the brushes for
best cleaning results.

2. How to replace the brushes.

Place the vacuum cleaner handle in the upright position.
See the HANDLE ADJUSTMENTS section. Remove the
lower plate as outlined in the REMOVING/INSTALLING THE
LOWER PLATE section. After the lower plate is removed,
carefully lift up the agitator until it clears both sides of the
nozzle housing. While holding the agitator up, remove the
belt. Carefully remove both brush supports from the agitator
assambly. In order to keep the agitator assembly properly
batanced, the agitator holder and belt pulley must be aligned
to the brush holder. Before removing these items make
marks on them that will allow you to reinstali them exactly as
removed. See illustration. Depress the belt pulley tabs with
a screwdriver. Push in and twist with the screwdriver while
pulling out on the belt pulley to remove. Do one tab at a
time while pulling out to keep the other tab depressed. The
brushes can now be replaced. Push each brush as shown
in the illustration until it is free from the brush helder.

The pair with the paint mark are designed to go on the end
next to the agitator holder. The white paint mark must be on the
very end of the brush holder next to the agitator holder. When the
brushes are properly installed they will not hit the lower plate as
the agitator assembly rotates.

4. To reassemble the agitator:

Reinstall the agitator holder and belt pulley. Be sure to align the
marks that you made before you removed these items. This helps
keep the agitator assembly balanced. Place the brush suppors
back on the agitator assembly. See the illustration below for an
exploded view of the complete agitator,

5. To replace the agitator assembly:

Piace the belt over the belt pulley on the agitator unit. Place the
agitator assembly back into the nozzle as outlined in the REPLAC-
ING THE BELT section. After completing the assembly, rotate the
agitator, turning it by hand to assure that it rotates smoothly and

the parts are assembled correctly. Pay particular attention to the brushes o ensure they do not

hit the lower plate at any point.
6. To check for correct reassembly:

.Replace the lower plate as outlined in the REMOVING/INSTALLING THE LOWER PLATE section.
After the completion of the reassembly, test the vacuum by turning it on and listening for any con-
tact ot the brushes with the lower plate. If any contact exists there will be a very noticeable noise.
