This vacuum cleaner should only be used for normal dry household dust and dirt. The
manufacturer cannot be held responsible for any damage caused by use or operation of the

cleaner contrary to these instructions.

If the cleaner is wrongly operated for a purpose other than that for which it is intended, no liability

can be accepted for any possible damage.
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* Do not use the cleaner to pick up sharp
hard objects, small toys, pins, efc. They
may damage the cleaner or dust bag.

* Do not pick up anything that is burmning or
smoking, such as cigarettes ends, maiches
or hot ashes.

» Do not pick up flammable or combustible
liquids, such as gasoline, or use in areas
where they may be present.
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* Hold plug when rewinding onto cord reel.
Do not allow plug to whip when rewinding.

* Do not pull the power cord out beyond the
specified length{15feat).

= Never use a damaged dust bag.
* Do not use without dust hag and motor
protection filter in place.

= Dust bag
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» This product is equipped with a polarized
atternating current line plug(a plug having
one wider than the other}. This plug will fit
into the power outlet only one way. This is
a safety feature. If you are unable to insert
the plug fully into the outlet, try reversing
the plug. If the plug should still fail to fit,
contact an electrician to replace the
obsolete outlet. Do not defeat the safety
purpose of the polarized plug.




PARTS AND USING

ON/OFF SWITCH

= Turn the cleaner on by pressing the
ON/CFF switch on the handle.

* Press the cord rewind button to rewind

REPLACING THE DUST BAG

* Open the dust cover and push the dust bag holder in the direction of the arrow mark and
take out the old dust bag.

= When replacing the dust bag, place the hard board of the dust bag between the two guides
and insert the lower part of it into the bottom hooks and fix the upper part of it with the dust
bag holder.

* The dust cover can net be closed completely when the dust bag is set wrong.

M Before checking, ensure the cleaner is unplugged from the power supply.

* Accessaries

PROBLEM CHECK POINT SOLUTION
+ Suction power is weak *» Dust bag » If it is filled with dust, change it.
* Brush * Remove hair, string and lint build-

up in the brush area.

« If clogged or blocked, remove the
object.

* The cleaner does not work
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* Plug On/Off switch

» When the dust bag
is full or openings
are blocked, the
over heating
protection for the
motor is activated
automatically.

* Plug in firmly, push On/Off switch
to On.

» Switch off and unplug the cleaner
and check the dust bag,
openings and blockages.

The cleaner can be switched on
again after about 30 minutes.

* Power cord is not pulled out
of the cleaner.

*» Pull the power cord out a little
and press the cord rewind button.

* Do not pull it by force.
Rewind it a little by pressing the
cord rewind button and pull it out.
